BTL INSTRUCTIONS

Work into the back third loop of the
hdc. There are two loops on the top
and one in the back, this is the one

you will work into.

In round 2, stitches underlined are when to crochet on the remaining 12 stitches of the leg.
You will skip the 4sc on the leg we did in round 1. I recommend placing a decrease over the
gaps from the belly to leg to prevent any holes.
